MINUTES

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Peluso at 7:00 p.m. in the Multi-Purpose Room of the
Newport Municipal Building at 998 Monmouth Street. The meeting was opened with a moment for
silent invocation and the mayor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Mayor Peluso announced a Cannoli Award is being given to Mrs. Garcia of LaTienda grocery. She
was unable to attend the meeting. Businesses have agreed to water and maintain the planters in the
district and Mrs. Garcia’s son Raymond took excellent care of this year's award winning planter.

A special recognition award was presented by the city manager to Jim McCulley for his lasting
contributions to the City during his long tenure from 1970 through 2003. A plaque will be placed in
the new city garage naming the bays in his honor.

The city clerk gave first reading to tentative 0-2016-028 an Ordinance amending Article XX,
Sections 20.0, 20.1, 20.4, And 20.6, of the Official Zoning Ordinance concerning criteria and
procedures for determining Reasonable Accommodation in the Land Use and Zoning
Regulations for Group Homes in accordance with Fair Housing Laws. Commissioner Guidugli
made a motion to approve; second to the motion was offered by Commissioner Hayden. A recent
ordinance addressed sober living facilities, this brings the Zoning Ordinance up to date. Upon hearing
there were no further comments or questions, the mayor called for a roll call vote.
